Please remember that you are serving on the altar in the Presence of God, and you should dress
appropriately for such an important position.

Father Herbert has a copy of the schedule in the sacristy where everyone gathers before Mass.

If you are unable to serve the Mass assigned, it is your responsibility to find a substitute for you.
Remember to be at the church 15 minutes before Mass begins to let Father know you are

there and to dress accordingly. The color of the cord belt matches Father’s vestments and
depends on the season. For Lent and Advent it is purple; for ordinary time it is green.

For special occasions it may be white or gold. On martyrs feast days or Holy Spirit feast

days, it is red. Check with Father about the color.

Please put your robes on their hangers when you have finished and put them back in the
closet. Try to arrange them with the shorter gowns on the left. Thanks.
